Jockey Jadoo explained that he had to use the whip more than he usually does to get the best out of #1 EMPRESS 

HASSAN. His explanation was noted.  

The Stewards also interviewed Jockey O. Mohammed rider of #4 TWITTER KING, placed third, regarding the easing of 

his mount before the finish line. Jockey O. Mohammed explained that his mount was spent, and was already passed by the

Stewards’ Observations/Objections & Decisions: 

The Stewards were informed by the starter that #1 EL CHICO MALO & #3 ARSALAN had to be resaddled at 
the start. The Stewards received the following objection: Jockey T. Phillips rider of #3 ARSALAN, placed 
third, objected against Jockeys J. Boodramsingh & D. Khelawan riders of #4 C’EST LA VIE,  placed second 
and #6 HEADLINES AGAIN, placed fourth, for foul riding at the top of the straight. The Stewards viewed 
the video replays and interviewed all three jockeys. The Stewards observed #6 HEADLINES AGAIN ran 

erratically in the home stretch, despite the jockey’s attempt to keep a straight course, causing a tightening up 
between himself & #4 C’EST LA VIE, thereby impeding #3 ARSALAN. The Stewards were of the view that 
#6 HEADLINES AGAIN was solely responsible for the tightening up and since it finished fifth and behind #3 

ARSALAN the stewards allowed the placings to remain the same. The Stewards overruled the objection and 
made the race official.
